Bill to Stop the Madness

very single year, an estimated 30-40
E tons of fetal remains from aborted

babies — along with the potent chemical
byproducts of abortion pills — are flushed
directly into America’s public sewer systems
and, ultimately, into our drinking water
supplies. This is not speculation. It is the
documented reality of the chemical abortion
explosion, where millions of women take
mifepristone and misoprostol at home, expel
the remains of their pre-born children, and
simply flush the bloody tissue, placenta, and
drug metabolites down the toilet.

The consequences are horrifying on two fronts:
a direct threat to public health and a profound
desecration of human dignity.

These tiny human bodies and the powerful
synthetic hormones from the abortion pills do
not simply disappear. They enter wastewater
treatment plants that were never designed to
fully neutralize endocrine-disrupting chemicals
or biological human tissue. Traces make

their way into rivers, lakes, groundwater, and
eventually the tap water millions of families
drink every day. Pro-life advocates and medical
waste experts have warned for years that

this unregulated flood of fetal remains and
pharmaceutical waste poses unknown risks to
fertility, child development, and overall public
health — yet the abortion industry has treated

America’s water systems like a convenient
disposal site.

This is not stewardship. This is reckless
disregard for both the sanctity of innocent
human life and the basic responsibility to
protect our shared environment.

Thankfully, one courageous lawmaker is
refusing to stay silent. This week, Republican
Congresswoman Mary Miller (IL-15)
introduced the Clean Water for All Life Act
— the first federal legislation aimed squarely at
ending this grotesque practice.

The bill does two critical things:

It prohibits the dispensing of chemical
abortion pills unless a healthcare provider is
physically present with the patient — ending
the dangerous mail-order, telehealth model
that has turned bathrooms across America into
unregulated abortion clinics.

It requires every patient undergoing a chemical
abortion to receive a “catch kit” to collect the
expelled fetal remains, blood, and tissue. These
must be returned to the medical provider for
proper disposal as regulated medical waste —
not flushed down the drain like ordinary trash.

In her powerful statement announcing the bill,
Rep. Miller declared: “The murder-for-profit
abortion industry has completely ignored

the dangerous and unethical disposal of pre-
born baby remains and toxic chemical waste
produced by abortion pills. I introduced the
Clean Water for All Life Act to put an end to
their reckless and inhumane practices”
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Co-sponsored by other pro-life Republicans,
this legislation is backed by Students for

Life of America and directly addresses the
environmental and moral catastrophe created
by the post-Dobbs surge in at-home chemical
abortions (now accounting for 63-70% of all
abortions in the U.S.).

For too long, the abortion lobby has hidden
behind “privacy” and “access” while literally
flushing the remains of unborn children into
the water we all depend on. They have shown
zero regard for the dignity of the pre-born or
the long-term health of American families.

Rep. Mary Miller’s Clean Water for All Life Act
draws a hard line: human life is not medical
waste, and America’s water supply is not a
dumping ground for the abortion industry.

This is common-sense legislation that should
have bipartisan support. Every American

— regardless of their views on abortion —
deserves clean water free from the toxic
aftermath of aborted babies and powerful
drugs. Every unborn child deserves to be
treated with basic human dignity, even in death.

Congress must act. The flushing must stop. The
Clean Water for All Life Act is a vital first step
toward restoring sanity, accountability, and
respect for both life and the public health of our
nation. &
